3. The support of Cornwall Archaeological Society must be acknowledged in any publication or publicity material and the Society’s logo included where appropriate.
4. Grants will be made only when the Society’s funds permit. 
5. Priority will be given to projects that permit the involvement of members of Cornwall Archaeological Society.
6. The Society’s policy is that grants made to external organisations should not exceed £1,000 a year, with no individual or group receiving a grant exceeding £500.

7. All applications will be considered and decided upon at the March meeting of trustees.

8. All grants must be claimed within 12 months of being awarded. Any grant not claimed within this period will be automatically void and the Society will not be liable to pay it.
